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COMPATIBLE DEVICES

Before you begin installation, please confirm that your Radial device 
and your pedalboard are compatible with either the TrainTrack or the 
TrainTrack Plus. You can verify this using the updated compatibility list 
on our website at www.radialeng.com/product/traintrack. 

In general, the TrainTrack is compatible with the Radial Highline, ProDI, 
and other Radial devices with the same dimensions, while the TrainTrack 
Plus is designed for the larger-sized Highline Stereo, JDI, and the J48. 
Both TrainTrack brackets are designed primarily for use with Pedaltrain® 

pedalboards (Classic JR and larger), but they can also be mounted on 
certain modular pedalboard models.

WHAT’S INCLUDED

Each TrainTrack bracket ships with the following hardware:  
2x 5/16" Hex Screws (A), 2x Washers (B), 4x Self-Tapping Screws (C),  
2x Machine Screws (D), 2x Hex Nuts (E), and 1x Hex Key (F).

Inside the package, you will also find either the TrainTrack or the 
TrainTrack Plus bracket, depending on which item you ordered.

The following additional items are also required for installation: a Phillips 
head screwdriver, a drill with a 1/8" or 3mm drill bit, and a pen or marker.
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1/8" or 3mm
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MOUNTING ON A PEDALTRAIN® PEDALBOARD

1. Remove the two screws from the bottom of the Radial enclosure using 
the hex key (F). As an optional step, you can remove the foam pad from 
the bottom of the Radial device for a better fit with the TrainTrack. 

To remove the foam pad, use a heat gun or a blow dryer to gently heat 
up the adhesive on the pad, then gently scrape it off with a plastic putty 
knife. Any excess adhesive residue left on the enclosure can be removed 
by using 99% isopropyl alcohol.

Step 1. Remove screws

2. Align the Radial enclosure with the TrainTrack’s mounting holes. Use 
two of the 5/16” hex head screws (A) and two washers (B) to secure the 
Traintrack to the Radial device.

Step 2. Attach the TrainTrack to the Radial Device

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3. Flip over your pedalboard and place the TrainTrack assembly where 
you would like it to be installed. Make sure to orient the Radial device so 
the XLR output(s) are facing outward.

Note that with the TrainTrack you can mount your Radial device on either 
side of the pedalboard, and it is possible to align the edge of the Radial 
device so it sits flush with the outer edge of the pedalboard, making it 
easy to access the output connectors. 

Step 3. Choose the placement for the TrainTrack assembly

4. Make four marks on the pedalboard that line up with the slots on the 
TrainTrack, then drill four pilot holes in the pedalboard using a 1/8” or 
3mm drill bit.

Finally, use four of the self-tapping screws (C) and a Phillips head 
screwdriver to securely affix the TrainTrack assembly to your pedalboard.

Step 4. Drill pilot holes and affix the TrainTrack to the pedalboard

MOUNTING ON A MODULAR PEDALBOARD

To mount the TrainTrack on a modular pedalboard, first follow steps 1 and 
2 from the previous section of this guide to affix the TrainTrack to your 
Radial device. 

3. Flip over your pedalboard and place the TrainTrack assembly where 
you would like it to be installed, lining up the holes on the TrainTrack 
with the existing holes on the pedalboard. Make sure to orient the Radial 
device so the XLR output(s) are easy to access. 

Step 3. Choose the placement for the TrainTrack assembly

4. Use two of the self-tapping screws (C) and a Phillips head screwdriver 
to affix the top edge of the TrainTrack assembly to your pedalboard.

Step 4. Affix the top edge of the TrainTrack assembly
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Step 5. Affix the bottom edge of the TrainTrack assembly

5. Use two of the machine screws (D), two of the hex nuts (E), and a 
Phillips head screwdriver to affix the bottom edge of the TrainTrack 
assembly to the deck of your pedalboard.
